Prague finally has its Museum of Gastronomy!
On 23rd May, 2012, the doors of the Prague Gastronomy Museum in the Old Town opened to the general public.

Museums dedicated to the History of Gastronomy are an innovative concept, with not many being in existence around the world. The Czech Republic is no exception in this respect, making the recently opened Gastronomy Museum unique. This museum is a source of information on the history of the culinary arts and restaurant services in the Czech Republic and abroad. It is not a traditional museum, limited merely to the exhibition of collections, but a space for the creation of an enthralling public presentation of the history of the relationship of man with food preparation and consumption, from the time of his earliest use of fire up to the present day.

For over two years, the team of the Prague Gastronomy Museum has been preparing this exposition devoted to the History of Gastronomy, particularly in our region and in the area north of the Alps. The expert quality of the information is guaranteed by collaboration with authorities and other museums of gastronomy, food processing and associated industries. 
The basic theme of the Museum is the History of Food Preparation – from man’s earliest use of fire, the prehistoric fireplace and cooking without pots, the Smoke Kitchen and Hearth Kitchen, to the most modern contemporary kitchen. Libor Balák, the renowned “primeval” painter, has reconstructed the prehistory in paintings. All the stages of cooking may be reviewed within the rooms of the museum. On display to visitors as well are a classic pub, bar, wine cellar and merchant stand, created in collaboration with the Bratislava Museum of Trade.
The section devoted to Dining presents the history of cutlery and the evolution of the dining table, including basic dining etiquette. 

The Gallery of World Chefs and Gastronomes expounds the philosophy and contribution of these culinary masters to the development of international Gastronomy. 

The Hall of Fame of Czech Gastronomy and Hospitality introduces significant Czech chefs, confectioners, writers, hoteliers and manufacturers of the distant as well as recent past. At the same time, their cook books are on display. The museum collections also include, for example, the 1826 1st edition of the Home Cookbook by M. D. Rettigová.
In addition, the museum plans short-term exhibitions and many workshops, lectures and courses intended both for schools and the general public. 

The Prague Gastronomy Museum is worth a visit by all those who are attracted to the fascinating world of gastronomy and restaurant services. The general as well as the expert public of all ages will discover many interesting facts within its walls.
